| cannot believe that we are already turning the calendars to May! Summer will be here be-
fore we know it! Before we look to what is ahead for us as a congregation, | want to take a
moment to voice my appreciation for the Easter season that we have recently finished. We
live in a fast-paced culture that tends to move quickly from one task to the next, but | believe
it is important to take the time to say thank you. It has been a moving Easter season for our
congregation with a number of special worship services and events.

| believe that our four worship services during Holy Week honored the range of experiences
and emotions that Christ and his followers lived through during the last week of Jesus’ life.
On Palm Sunday, during the special litany, we waved our palm branches to celebrate the
triumphant Messiah. That morning of Palm Sunday, we also heard the story of Simon Peter’s
denial of his master three times before the cock crowed and were reminded of God'’s pres-
ence with us, even when we are going through the dark night of the soul.

| thoroughly enjoyed the intimacy of our Maundy Thursday worship service in the chapel.
You all sounded so good singing the hymns together that evening! We remembered Jesus’
Last Supper with his disciples and celebrated by sharing in the Holy Sacrament ourselves.
On Easter, it was so exciting to see so many smiling faces out in the congregation. Your joy
and enthusiasm was contagious. As we heard the familiar Easter story, we recalled that Je-
sus is alive here and now, transforming the world and bringing salvation and hope to each
one of us as individuals.

Many of you shared with me a number of positive comments and notes of appreciation for
our Holy Week services. It truly was a team effort! It not only takes bell ringers, musicians,
and liturgists, but it also takes many people behind the scenes who fold bulletins, set up
decorations, run the sound system, take pictures, and who pray for us as a church. | have
noticed that several of you have recently invited your neighbors to come and join us for a
worship service, a fellowship dinner, or a Bible study. A personal invitation from you is the
best way that we can lead people to consider becoming a part of our church family. It does
not take anything other than a little bit of courage to tell someone you care for about the won-
derful programs and services at our church.

There is so much good that we can accomplish when we work together. In 1% Corinthians
Chapter 12, Paul describes how we as the church function as a body. We, as the individual
parts of the body need each other. Paul writes, “If the whole body were an eye, where would
the hearing be? If the whole body were hearing, where would the sense of smell be? ... The
eye cannot say to the hand, ‘| have no need of you,’ nor again the head to the feet, ‘I have no
need of you.” Paul is suggesting that each one of us brings different gifts and that is a good
thing because we need each other. We are stronger than the sum of our individual parts
when we work together, cooperatively as one.

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Spring and Summer Sermon Series

April and May 2010 Sermon Series:
The Power of God

Reverend Jody Moore’s sermon series on the Power of
God, which began in early April, will continue throughout
the month of May, concluding on Trinity Sunday, May 30,
2010. The God that we worship is Almighty, which
means all-powerful. On Easter Sunday, God displayed
that power when Jesus Christ won a decisive victory over
the powers of death and evil through his resurrection.
When we are weak, we can depend on God’s strength.
During the sermon series, we will focus our attention on
the many ways the Lord demonstrates God’s power.

May 2: John 8:1-11. The Power of God to Forgive Us.
The scribes and Pharisees bring a woman caught in adul-
tery to Jesus. At that time, the punishment was to stone
a woman who had committed that crime to death. Where
that society and we are tempted to punish and seek retri-
bution, Jesus offers mercy and second chances. Jesus
forgave that woman and offers to cleanse us of our sins.

May 9: Acts 16:16-39. The Power of God to Free Us
from What Is Holding Us Captive. Paul and Silas are min-
istering in Christ’'s name when they are arrested, beaten,
and put in prison. In the middle of the night, God opens
the prison doors through a mighty earthquake, setting
Paul and Silas free. God also has the power to save us
from anything that is holding us captive!

May 16: Genesis 11:1-9. The Power of God to Humble
Us When We Become Too Prideful. Humans build The
Tower of Babel in an effort to make a name for them-
selves. When we rely only on ourselves and what we can
accomplish on our own, we lose focus on the big picture.
We are nourished and sustained by being in relationship
with God.

May 23: Pentecost Sunday-Acts 2:1-12 & 41-47. The
Power of God to Send Us the Holy Spirit. On Pentecost
Sunday, we celebrate God’s gift of the Holy Spirit to the
church. The Holy Spirit guides us, strengthens us, in-
structs us, and purifies our motives. Filled with the Spirit,
the early church devoted itself to several key practices
that are still important for us today: teaching, fellowship,
breaking bread together, and praying.

May 30: Psalm 8 & Proverbs 8. The Power of God to
Create the Majestic Universe. On Trinity Sunday, we
celebrate that we know God in three ways: as Father
(Creator), Son, and Holy Spirit. Psalm 8 and Proverbs 8
tells us about God as Creator. It gives us a sense of awe
to imagine the enormous size of the universe, yet God
still loves us individually and knows each of us by name!

June and July 2010 Sermon Series
Glimpses of the Gospel: Jesus’ Ministry in Luke

Luke offers one of the most detailed portrayals of Je-
sus’ ministry. In Luke, we see Jesus calling disciples to
come follow him, teaching through parables, preaching
about loving others and receiving God’s blessings,
healing those struggling with personal demons, and
instructing us how to pray. Throughout June and July,
we will get “Glimpses of the Gospel” by reading through
the book of Luke.

June 6: Luke 5:1-11. Jesus visits Simon Peter,
James, and John in their fishing boats. They have
been working all night, but have not caught anything.
With Jesus’ help, they bring in so many fish that their
nets begin to break. Jesus then calls the disciples to
walk away from their fishing boats and to follow him;
they leave everything behind. What does it look like for
us to be disciples of Jesus in the twenty-first century?
What kind of commitment do we have to serving our
Lord?

June 13: Luke 6:20-36. Jesus calls us to love our ene-
mies. We are supposed to turn the other cheek. How
do we live out such demanding instructions? Does Je-
sus want us to be pushovers, or is there more going on
in this text? What does it mean to love all people, even
those individuals with whom we have a hard time get-
ting along or those who wish us harm?

June 20: Luke 8:4-15. Jesus often taught in parables,
which are stories that explain a deeper truth about the
kingdom of heaven. In Luke 8, Jesus tells the Parable
of the Sower and then explains the meaning of the par-
able. God plants the seeds in our lives so that we can
grow in faith, but impediments, complications, and
temptations get in our way. How can we overcome
life’s obstacles so that we can develop and mature in
the faith?

June 27: Luke 8:26-39. Jesus encounters the
Gerasene demoniac, a man who is deeply disturbed
and is probably severely mentally ill. The Gerasene
demoniac has been excluded and ostracized from his
community, yet Jesus converses with the man, includes
him, and heals him. Jesus shows us the importance of
being compassionate and welcoming toward those who
are different and are struggling with personal demons.
